
REGISTER TO VOTE
USING THE 

GEAUXVOTE PORTAL
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1. Go to sos.la.gov
2. Select Elections and Voting
3. Under ARE YOU A VOTER, select Register to 

Vote or Make Changes to Your Registration

Register to Vote using the GeauxVote Portal
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Select CLICK HERE TO REGISTER OR CHANGE YOUR REGISTRATION 
at the bottom of the page.
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Select Register to vote

Answer the questions on the following page to verify eligibility and select Save & Continue
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Complete the Registration Information tab. This will include your name, date of birth, 
gender, and license number.

NOTE: If you do not want to provide your license number, you will not be able to 
complete the online registration. You will need to print and mail your registration to 
you local Registrar of Voters.
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Complete the Contact Information tab. This will include your Residence and Mailing address 
(Your residence address cannot be a P.O. Box). You also have the option to add your phone 

number and email address. You can also subscribe to Electronic Notifications.
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Complete the Demographics tab. This will include race (optional) and party affiliation. You 
will also need to enter your place of birth and your mother’s maiden name. This will also be 

where you denote if you need assistance at the polls.

NOTE: The Independent Party is a recognized party. This does not mean unaffiliated.
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If you were previously registered to vote, you will complete the Former Registration 
tab. If you were not previously registered, you can leave this tab blank.
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Review all the information entered in the Review tab for accuracy. Make any necessary 
changes.

Under submission, you will either choose to submit electronically or print and mail. If 
you submit electronically, you will enter your name as your digital signature. This will go 

directly to the Registrar of Voters office.
